Grant Agreement

Lakes and Watershed Assistance- Small Grants Program

Agreement made this     day of     2007 between  Connecticut Federation of Lakes, Inc. (CFL), and __________________________________ ( the APPLICANT)              .

Whereas, APPLICANT has applied for a grant for a project ( the Project) from CFL in accordance with its Application which is attached hereto as Schedule A; and

Whereas, CFL wishes to fund said application according to the terms set herein;

Now therefore, the parties agree as follows:

1. The CFL shall reimburse the Applicant not more than 60% for the work described in Schedule A, (Schedule A is attached hereto and made apart hereof) up to a total of $___________.  The APPLICANT agrees to contribute a cash match/ in kind services to the project equivalent to 40% of project costs.  The total project amount is $__________  

2. Upon signing this grant agreement the CFL shall pay the APPLICANT  $__________.   At the completion of the project the CFL shall pay APPLICANT $___________ for work performed, according to itemized invoices submitted to the CFL by the APPLICANT.   Total Payments shall equal 60% of the total cost of the project the CFL determines to be eligible for payment. 

3. The CFL shall not be responsible for any costs above the $____________ the CFL has agreed to contribute to this project. 

4. Should total eligible costs, as finally determined by the CFL be less than the estimated cost herein contained, the amount of the grant as now estimated shall be reduced accordingly and APPLICANT shall reimburse the CFL in the amount of any overpayment within 90 days of notification by the CFL to APPLICANT.


5. APPLICANT agrees that any publication or sign produced or distributed or any publicity, i.e. news release, workshop announcement, etc. conducted in association with this contract shall provide credit to the US Environmental protection Agency and CT Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) as follows:  “Funded in part by the Connecticut Department of Environmental Protection through a United States Environmental Protection Agency Clean Water Act Section 319 Nonpoint Source Grant in conjunction with Connecticut Federation of Lakes.”  

6. APPLICANT shall submit a summary of the project in an electronic format that will be suitable for posting on the CFL’s website as a requirement of receiving the final payment.  

7. APPLICANT shall be available to meet and discuss the project with other lake groups in Connecticut.

8. Purchase of large equipment such as computers etc. must be returned to CFL to be reallocated to other groups if APPLICANT  disbands or becomes inactive.

9. This agreement is null and void if the CFL does not receive corresponding payments, for any reason, under its separate agreement with the CT DEP Project #05-02.

10. Any modification of this agreement or additional obligation assumed by either party in connection with this agreement shall be binding only if evidenced in writing signed by each party or an authorized representative of each party.

11.  It is agreed that this agreement shall be governed by, construed, and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of Connecticut and the United States of America.

 12. The signers of this document assert that they are duly authorized by their organization to execute this agreement.
